Sweet Grass County Commissioner meetings are held in the office of the county commissioners in the
Sweet Grass County Annex in Big Timber, Montana, unless otherwise noted in the minutes. The first
Monday of each month a department head staff meeting will be held at 9:30 a.m. Claims will be
reviewed and approved for payment every Thursday unless a conflict arises. At least one commissioner
will be in the office from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. daily unless they are at a conference or a meeting
requiring them to be out of the office.

NOTICE: These minutes reflect the proceedings of the Board of County Commissioners. The
official minutes are on file with the Clerk and Recorder (MCA 7-4-2611(2)(b).
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Monday, February 23, 2026
All Commissioners are in.

Commissioner Chairman Wallace called the meeting to order at 9:31 am to review and
sign Task Order # 2 for Great West Engineering (airport engineers) Pavement
Maintenance and Gate engineering services. Commissioner Roe moved to allow
Chairman Wallace to sign Exhibit A Task Order and the record of negotiations.
Commissioner Moody seconded and the motion carried with 3 ayes. There was no public
present. The meeting was adjourned at 9:34 am. This meeting was recorded.

Commissioner Wallace called the meeting back into session at 10:28 am. Clerk and
Recorder Curry was also present for the meeting. The January 2026 minutes had been
sent out previously via email for review and correction by the Commission. There being
no substantive changes, only minor grammatical changes, Commissioner Moody moved
to approve the minutes as presented with corrections. Commissioner Roe seconded and
the motion carried with three ayes. The meeting was adjourned at 10:31 am. This meeting
was recorded.

Big Timber Trails Network came in to discuss what their encroachment permit might
look like and if the Commission had any concerns that needed to be addressed prior to
their submission. Their intent is to build this portion of the trail in the right-of-way of the
old Boulder Road from the City Campground to the corner of the Overland Golf Course.
The trail would be anywhere from five feet wide to eight feet wide depending on the
ground conditions. They have a new engineer on board who is helping them design this
portion.

Tuesday, February 24, 2026
All Commissioners are in.

Commissioner Chairman Wallace called the meeting to order at 9:30 am. Commissioner
Moody moved to approve the letter of support for Congressional Directed Spending
request of Senator Sheehy and the letter of support for the Montana Resiliency funding
request of Montana Disaster & Emergency Services for support of the Park County
Commissioners as they try to figure out how to replace bridges and do road work up the
Main Boulder in Park County. Commissioner Roe seconded and the motion carried with
three ayes. Lloyd Rue with Sweet Grass County Recreation Association was also present.

DES/911 Coordinator Brophy was in to discuss the Deadman’s Canyon radio repeater
issues. He also mentioned that the courthouse generator is not running predictably again.



MSU Ext. Admin Schuman stopped in to visit about the county web page and how it
wasn’t working correctly. When departments need to add things or update content it’s
difficult and doesn’t work about half the time.

Jim Beal with Cushing Terrell stopped in to ask some questions regarding the courthouse
project.

Commissioner Chairman Wallace called the meeting to order at 9:31 am. Deputy Clerk &
Recorder Young was present to set the agenda for the week of March 2™ through March
5% 2025. The meeting was adjourned at 9:37 am. This meeting was recorded.

The Property & Casualty Trust by-law Agreement, which was updated during the MACo
annual meeting, was signed and sent back.

Planner Dringman brought in the Bakke Subsequent Minor Subdivision for review and
final approval. Commissioner Chairman Wallace called the meeting to order at 11:00 am.
There was no public present. Planner Dringman reviewed the final conditions and
requirements of the Bakke Subdivision prior to approval. Water usage regulators and
flow meter requirements were discussed, and they also need to have the By-Laws signed.
Commissioner Roe moved to approve the subdivision as reviewed by Planner Dringman,
pending the signing of the by-laws. Commissioner Wallace seconded and the motion
carried with two ayes. The meeting was adjourned at 11:27 am. This meeting was
recorded.

There was follow up discussion on the need to specify how well information, meters and
flow rate with volume is to be reported. The legislature is requiring subdivisions to track
water usage. A well cannot exceed a flow rate of 35 gpm or 10 ac ft per year within the
subdivision. If they do, the HOA must apply for a beneficial use permit. If the legislature
passes a law addressing the exempt well issue in subdivisions, the HOA may seek a
change in this requirement to be in compliance. Further discussion with the planning
board and local agencies is necessary to ensure compliance and address these issues.
